Municipal Administration and Water Supply Department, dated
24-11-1998 a list of parks and play-fields in the area within the
jurisdiction of Kadayanallur Municipality was approved under
sub-section (2) of Section 4 of the Tamil Nadu Parks, Play-
fields and Open Spaces (Preservation and Regulation) Act,
1959 and the same was published in the Tamil Nadu
Government Gazette;

And, whereas, the Commissioner of Town and Country
Planning has requested the Government to modify the ward
number and survey number of the parks contained in the list
approved in the said Government Order.

Disqualification of Ward Member of Peravur Panchayat,
Kuthalam Panchayat Union, Nagapattinam District under
Tamil Nadu Panchayats Act.

No. 11(2)/RDPR/439/2011.—Whereas, a question has arisen
as to whether Thiru R. Kumar, 2nd Ward Member, Peravur
Panchayat, Kuthalam Panchayat Union, Nagapattinam District
has become disqualified under clause (g) of sub-section (3) of
Section 38 of the Tamil Nadu Panchayats Act, 1994
(Tamil Nadu Act 21 of 1994), as he has ceased to reside in the
Village Panchayat for period of three years;

And, whereas, the opinion of the Tamil Nadu State Election
Commission has been south for regarding the disqualification of
the said member of the said Panchayat, as required under
sub-section (2) of Section 41 of the said Act;

And, whereas, the Tamil Nadu State Election Commission,
after conducting an enquiry, has stated that on verification of the
relevant records it has been found that, Thiru R. Kumar, 2nd
Ward Member of the said Village Panchayat, has gone to foreign
country for employment from 8th April 2009 to 26th April 2011
and he produced his passport, and Air ticket before the
Commission and he has not objected the above fact and has
opined that the said Thiru R. Kumar, 2nd Ward Member, Peravur
Panchayat, Kuthalam Panchayat Union, Nagapattinam District
is disqualified to continue as member of the said Peravur
Panchayat, under clause (g) of sub-section (3) of Section 38 of
the said Act;

Now, therefore, under sub-section (1) of Section 41 of the
Tamil Nadu Panchayats Act, 1994 (Tamil Nadu Act 21 of 1994),
the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby decides that Thiru R. Kumar,
2nd Ward Member, Peravur Panchayat, Kuthalam Panchayat
Union, Nagapattinam District has become disqualified from
holding the office of Member of the said Peravur Panchayat,
under clause (g) of sub-section (3) of Section 38 of the said Act,
as he has ceased to reside in the said Village Panchayat for a
period from 8th April 2009 to 26th April 2011.
