DRAFT AMENDMENTS.

(i) under rule 95, in Schedule XXIV, after paragraph 12, the following Paragraph shall be inserted, namely,—

“12-A. Personal Accident Insurance.—The occupier of every factory wherein the manufacture of match or fire
work is carried on shall prepare a report containing the details of the insurance coverage in respect of the workers
employed in such factory in Form No. 41 and send it to the Chief inspector once in six months through the Deputy Chief
Inspector of Factories having jurisdiction over the area where the factory is situated.”;

(2) after Form No. 40, the following Form shall be added, namely:—
